(Electronically Stored InformationO (ESI) must
be managed in federal courts impose new
requirements on businesses in how they handle
their business records, particularly their historic
businessrecords. These requirements:

¥ Place new demands and higher costs on
litigation departments

general, but on IT in particular

¥ Reshape the risks of retaining old records that
do not need to be kept

¥ Inject new capital demands that compete for
resources earmarked for other important
projects

¥ Have significant impact on both profitability
and performance
